But did you 

know it’s also an official Natural Preserve, and the only one in the San Mateo County park system?  As a Natural 

Preserve, its goal is to protect native species, including over 300 native plants!  And that’s where YOU can help... 

Invasive, non-native “weeds” displace native plants and reduce diversity.  But dedicated park staff and volunteers, 

in a collaboration between San Mateo County Parks & Recreation, The California Native Plant Society (CNPS), 

and Friends of Edgewood Natural Preserve, work to control the weeds so natives have plenty of room to flourish.

- IMPORTANT NOTES - 

- DON’T DO THIS ON YOUR OWN!  Plant removal & going off trail require a permit (and only CNPS has one).   

- Teens must each be accompanied by one of their own parents; unaccompanied adult students must have proof of age.   

- Large groups should call ahead to make special arrangements. 

- Sturdy gloves are recommended; you might also want: sunscreen, water, a hat, layered clothing, long sleeves/pants.



 

How to get there:  Edgewood is at I-280 and Edgewood Rd in San Mateo County, just west of San Carlos. 

From I-280: Simply exit at Edgewood Road 

From Highway 101: Take Whipple Ave west ~2 miles, turn right onto Alameda de las Pulgas, go ~¼ mile, 

turn left onto Edgewood Rd, and go ~2 miles more to the park
